If you wish to customise your WiFi
details...

On a device that's connected to your
modem, log in at http://192.168.1.1 and
select Basic > Wireless.

Ensure that Enable is ticked for 2.4Ghz
Wireless Network and/or 5GHz Wireless.

The Network name (SSID)s are the names of
your WiFi networks. You can change these
to anything you'd like. Note that if Hide
SSID is ticked, your network name will not
be visible to WiFi devices and you'll have to
enter it manually to connect.

Change the Password for your WiFi to
something that’s hard for others to guess
but easy for you to remember. Make sure
you write down your new W iFi details,
otherwise you may need to factory reset
your modem if you forget them.

Click Save to finish. After changing your
W iFi details, you may need to reconnect
your devices.
